Responses were calculated per voters in household and
represented 186 voters.
*Question 1- Fire House/Emergency Service Center (180 responses)

Very Important 45%

Important 28%

Low Importance 12%

Not Important  15%

*Question 2- Financial Support (182 responses)
I/We support with increased taxes 54%
I/We support without increased taxes 27%
I/We do not support 19%

*Question 3 — Community Space (176 responses)
Very Important  36%
Important 19%
Low Importance 13%
Not Important ~ 32%

Question 4 — Financial Support Combined Fire House/Community Space (176 responses)
I/We support with increased taxes 48%
I/We support without increased taxes 20%
I/We do not support 32%

Results indicate that survey responders would support a combined fire house and community space.
